2.2.3. IlpuMepHbIii NepevYeHs TeMm:

1. Intellectual development. The beneficial effects of playing are vital for happy life in
any age. Children’s play is not for fun. How playing activities might influence the child’s
development? What do psychologists say about it? Would you agree that life without
games is like a life without books, movies, art, music, dramatic stories, and sport? What
ideas or skills do we learn and get through games?

2. The Language and the Internet. Give your explanation on the “language of Internet
communication”: enumerate its peculiar features, give a commentary on how much it is
close to oral or written variants of human language. Could the Net-communication culture
destroy or enrich national languages (their vocabulary or grammar)? How much is your
native language influenced by Internet and in what way? (give examples of word or phrase
borrowings into Russian, say if they have been assimilated and if they have got into gener-
al communication trends).

3. The role of information-and-computer technologies in social and technological de-
velopment of modern post-industrial civilization. What are the five top and most popular
usages of computers and other communication gadgets these days? Compare the function-
al usefulness of home based computer with the opportunities of other popular IT-gadgets
(i-Phones, i-Pads, i-Watch, Tablets, etc.). Give your predictions about any future devel-



opments in the field of IT and communications? What IT jobs do you consider to be popu-
lar these days?

4. Environmental Issues. What are the hottest environmental issues nowadays? Which
points would you call the most threatening for the humans: climate change due to global
warming and/or regional pollution, limited resources of fresh water, food production? Ex-
plain your reasons. Speak on the threats to nature, their causes and bad effects as well as
means to cope with environmental troubles and dangers.

5. Ambitions in career. What does the word “career” mean to you? Which professional
path would you choose — to be self-employed or work for a corporation / small company?
Why? What your responsibilities might there be like? What is a trusted profession? Why
are some professions more trusted than others? What is more important to have an innate
talent or work hard? Assess the state of labour market for university graduates. Could you
give a list of 10 top jobs that will be highly required in the nearest future (from official so-
ciologists’ predictions)?

6. Work and Education. It is generally assumed that there is no connection between per-
sonal skills trained at school and those we need for success in career promotion. Life in
the workplace is changeable and requires creative thinking, ability to analyze and interp-
ret information, whereas school requires obedience, ability to memorize facts and repeat
what was learned recently. Enumerate some skills that could make the transition of a stu-
dent to work less stressful. Explain why it’s hardly possible to teach students all job quali-
Jications and what postgraduates might do in order to get some professional skills and
competence. New trends in professions in 21st cent.

7. Healthy food and healthy lifestyle. Give your definition of “healthy food". Why are
people so much concerned about healthy food but do not hurry to get rid of bad eating ha-
bits? Give some reasons for both points. Would you agree that science should influence
what we eat, explain to ordinary people the value and nutritious usefulness of some food
and dishes? What types of dieting are popular today? Have you or your friend ever tried
any diet? Describe the diet and its results. How could people improve their lifestyle and
get rid of bad eating habits?

8. IT and computer software classification. Enumerate the most popular types of software
that are used these days in iPhones, iPads, PC (give their main characteristics, describe
their useful specifications). Which sofiware do you need for your everyday life and what
Jor? Characterize modern information technologies that are used in the field of linguistic
studies and education (online courses, blogs in YouTube). Remember, what types of lan-
guage teaching technologies you were taught with? Did they help in developing your
grammar or communication skills, listening, reading, writing competence?

9. Playing games as being adult. What do psychologists tell about the importance of
competitive games for adults? Would you agree that life without play is a life without
books, movies, art, music, dramatic stories, and sport?’ What do we learn when we play?
Give your arguments.
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
